SOFT LIFT SPRING ASSIST


Supplied with all blinds 4m² and larger.  Optional for other blinds that are difficult to raise manually.  A spring mechanism is added to the end of the chain control inside the aluminium roller tube.

CASSETTE HEADBOX AND/OR SIDE GUIDES


The cassette system excludes all light at the top and sides of the blind.  The side guides fit to the side jamb or back of the jamb.

GUIDE WIRE TENSION SYSTEM


Stainless steel guide wire system that assists Rollershade and Sunscreen blinds to maintain a straight drop over heights of 2.5m or greater.  Fitted on inside or outside fitting blinds, complete with brackets top and bottom of the window reveal.  Stainless steel wire passes through specifically designed bottom rail end caps to keep the fabric in position.

Proprietary automation to single or groups of sunscreens and rollershades.  System includes electric motor, remote control or hard wired switch controls.  Can be integrated into building management systems (BMS) or Home Automation Systems (HAS).
